1. Insert AC plug into the nearest, easily accessible 120 volt outlet.
2. Insert pencil into the opening. Motor will start automatically.

3. The "Tip Saver™ feature indicates that your pencil is sharpened by a change in motor sound and by a decreased resistance. Do
not force the pencil any further.

4. Remove sharpened pencil from the sharpener to prevent motor damage
